Basically Mariah picks all the words and I help you figure out where and how to place them.  The hardest part is filling in the bogus letters in the empty spaces.  It's fun making and solving it together.  They think that it will be easy to find the words, fun once the fill in letters in are in place the puzzle is just as hard as any other...even for me!  The numbers in the far left column help us to describe to each what row the first letter of word that was found is in.  Then we describe what direction the word or phrase goes.  For example: row 12, up and to the left; or, row 3, backwards.  This helps with learning left and right as well as communication skills.  To start finding a word we start with the first row and look for the first letter or two of the word or phrase.  Sometimes I have to give hits like, it's on the left, or it's half way down, etc.
